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THE ROMA EVENT IN THE
PROGRAM OF BULGARIAN
PRESIDENCY OF THE COUNCIL OF
EU: ARTICLE BY DEYAN KOLEV

Nearly 100 participants - representatives of national in-
stitutions from Bulgaria and the Western Balkans, the
European Commission, the European Union Fundamen-
tal Rights Agency, the Council of Europe and non-govern-
mental organizations participated in the conference “Roma
inclusion - where are we standing and where are we head-
ing to?” It was held on 29th of May in Sofia as part of the
program of the Bulgarian Presidencyof the Council of EU.
The event has caused contradictory assessments, each of
which has its own rea-
son. It has become a col-
lective image of the lack
of proper administrative
body around Roma in-
tegration, as well as of
the differences in the so-
called Roma movement.
Was there any sense in
the event and did it pro-
vide something concrete
beyond the general dis-

cussion?

Personally, it was a Roma event, where I took part, having a
lot of hesitations and after setting up my conditions - some-
thing I have never done before. Why did I participate and
did I legitimize the non-existent NCCEII in this way?
With this text, I am trying to answer these questions, as
well as to make some important clarifications.

Was this a NCCEII forum? Absolutely not, although that
was the concept of it half an year ago. The forum was con-
ceived as an event of the National Council for Coopera-
tion on Ethnic and Integration Issues (probably few peo-
ple remember that this is what the NCCEII means and I
hope that this institution will officially go in history), with
a welcoming speech of Valeri Simeonov and a very limited
Roma participation (in the first version of the agenda, the
only participating Roma NGO activists were Ivan Ivanov
from ERIO and I).

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an event of the Bulgarian Presidency, without the participa-
tion of V. Simeonov, with input from the Minister of Labor,
Bisser Petkov, and Roma participation in each panel.

Was it a Roma forum without Roma participation? “Defi-
nitely not” Among the speakers were Baki Husseinov
(CPD), Yosif Nunev (University of Veliko Tarnovo), Gan-
cho Iliev (“World without borders”), Kiril Vassilev (Associ-
ation of Initiative Committee — Faculteta neighborhood), I
as a chairman of Amalipe Center and Ivan Ivanov , Orhan
Usein ... Deputy Chair of the European Parliament Livia
Jaroka also participated through video massage. There were
many other colleagues in the room from Roma organiza-
tions working at local, regional and national levels.

With a statement and an open letter, other organizations
have declared their absence of the forum: a position that
has its own arguments and deserves respect. Nevertheless,
saying that this is the only position of the Roma organiza-
tions or of the majority of Roma activists is not only in-
correct, but also a false statement. In fact, the participating
organizations were those who are actually working on the
field. An indirect assessment of Roma attendance was also
the fact that international organizations have stepped up
their participation in the forum.

Was the conference at a high international level? If I
use the answers from the demoscopic studies: “I am not
sure, I hesitate” The European Commission was involved
through three General Directorates. Other international
organizations and institutions have also participated - the
EU Fundamental Rights Agency, the Council of Europe,
the Organization for Security and Cooperation in Europe,
embassies. Ie. There was international attention.

At the same time, the level of international participation
was not impressively high. The European Commission was
represented by heads of units, not by directors or gener-
al directors, not to mention the Commissioner (s). Ie. the
level was not political one. In fact, before serious Roma or-
ganizations declared their participation, the EC confirmed
only the participation of experts.

There was an international participation, but it was signifi-
cantly lower than the initial ambition of the organizers, as
well as the level expected for an international forum orga-

nized by the Bulgarian Presidencyof the Council of EU.

In fact, the international level was commensurate with
what we saw at the State of Roma Educational Integration
Conference, organized two weeks earlier by the Amalipe
Center: although the forum was national, there were rep-
resentatives of two Directorates General of the EC ( also at
the “Head of Unit” level), and seven ambassadors.

Does the Forum legitimated NCCEII? Absolutely not.
One of the most reiterated messages was about the ineffi-
ciency, ineffectiveness and complete lack of legitimacy of
the NCCEILI. It was stated not only by the Roma NGO par-
ticipants (in the presentation of Gancho Iliev and Alexei
Pamporov, it was mentioned as one of the main conclusions
of the chapter “Management” of the Civil Society Report
on the implementation of Bulgarian NRIS, in my statement
I stressed it twice), but also by other colleagues - e.g. Zora
Popova of the European Center for Minority Rights. It was
indicative that no one in the room opposed it.

Of course, I must emphasize that the conference did not
focus on the NCCEII.

Was there any conference results? Rather not, especially
if we talk about concrete results. With confidence, it can be
said that this forum will not change anything significant.

I expected that for two reasons. Firstly, the topic and the
agenda were extremely wide and not centered. Talking
about Roma integration in general can hardly avoid com-
mon talks like “integration is important and we need to
work for it” Secondly, Bulgaria, as the organizer and Pres-
ident of the Council of EU, could present a successful ex-
perience and generate a debate on policies for educational
integration and the use of European funds for Roma inclu-
sion, but not for Roma integration as such. Having an in-
stitution such as the non-functioning NCCEII and a chair-
man like V. Simeonov, the integration process is expected
to be stalled and it is naive to expect that a forum for “in-
tegration as such” can bring stakeholders at a political level
and lead to concrete results.

Why did I take part in the forum? As I said above, my

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initial reaction to the idea of an event organized by the NC-
CEII was negative, because of my overall attitude towards
the Council and its current President. Only the position of
respected partners in the face of the European Commission
and Roma Integration Network organizations that a “Roma”
event during the Bulgarian Presidency should happen and
should be attended by Roma organizations has made me
to set “conditions” Those included the non-participation
of the NCCEII President, adequate inclusion of Roma as
panelists and the transformation of the conference from a
NCCEII event into a forum of the Bulgarian presidency of
the Council of the EU. Those constructive proposals were
accepted.

I wanted to achieve two things by participating. First of all,
to address to the international partners during a forum on
the agenda of the Bulgarian Presidency a position that is
not only mine: there is no suitable format for Bulgaria to
coordinate integration policies and civil society participa-
tion. This also applies to many other European countries.
Secondly, to put forward ideas for the next programming
period, especially concerning the European Social Fund.
The time has now come for the adoption of the new reg-
ulations (the draft Regulation of European Social Fund +
was published on 30 May). This discussion is particularly
important now in view of the importance of cohesion pol-
icy for the development of most of the public systems in
Bulgaria, especially for Roma integration.

In addition, participating I reconfirmed a position shared
by me and many other Roma activists: we have to boycott
the NCCEII and its chair (Amalipe left the Council in 2013
and in June 2017 collected 3200 signatures against the ap-
pointment of Valery Simeonov for coordinator of the inte-
gration policy) but there are not enough reasons to boycott
the Bulgarian Presidency of the Council of EU and the in-
clusion of Roma topic on it. We can criticize the fact that
only one Roma related event is included in the Presidency
program while the key forums contained now Roma inte-
gration elements. This reflects the marginal and segregated
place Roma integration occupies in the agenda of Bulgari-
an public and political life.

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Was the conference meaningful? Closer to yes. Despite
the predisposed lack of results, the forum made sense in
three directions. Firstly, the inclusion of a “Roma” event in
the Bulgarian Presidency’s program is a positive fact and
it would be a good idea for every Presidency of the Coun-
cil of EU to have a Roma-related event in its program. It
would certainly be a bad sign if Bulgaria - the country with
the highest percentage of Roma - did not include such an
event. Secondly, the lack of adequate “administrative in-
frastructure” of the integration process in Bulgaria has be-
come evident at the international level. Thirdly, the event
also showed the importance of civic organizations as an
unavoidable factor in Roma integration as well as their re-
sponsibility.

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We also express our disagreement with the widespread
practice of creating “monoethnic” schools (“Roma” or
“Bulgarian”) in multiethnic settlements and the lack of
adequate actions and policies to stop this process!Educa-
tional segregation is one of the main threats both to the
development of Bulgarian education and to the overall
social and economic development of Bulgaria!

We insist on:

1. Immediate dismissal of the principal of the 9th Peyo
Yavorov Primary School - Blagoevgrad;

2. A targeted monitoring by the Regional Departments
of Education of the School Network in settlements with
secondary segregated schools on the existence of dis-
guised practices of principals for refusing Roma chil-
dren enrollment in their schools: those checks should be
particularly intense in cities with a purposeful or spon-
taneous desegregation such as Gabrovo, Samokov, Dup-
nitsa, Sliven, Plovdiv, Shumen, Varna and others;

3. A targeted monitoring by a team of independent ex-
perts at the Ministry of Education and Science of the
implementation of Art. 99, para. 4 and 6, as well as Art.
62, para. 4 of the Preschool and School Education Act,
which prohibit the formation of classes / groups of pupils
/ children from one ethnicity in schools and kindergartens
where children from different ethnic groups are educated:
although the law prohibiting the formation of segregated
classes and groups in ethnically mixed schools has been in
force since August 1, 2016, this vicious practice continues;

4. Political action by the Ministry of Education and Sci-
ence for the prevention of educational segregation and
for overcoming the existing segregation: initiating a pro-
posal for legislative changes.

The quality education of every child in a school environ-
ment, which is open to all ethnicities, is a key prerequisite
for the modernization of Bulgarian education and any ob-
stacles should be instantly removed!

fees in kindergartens. Maya Manolova announced her de-
cision to launch such a campaign at the end of last year
at the annual meeting of students and teachers participat-
ing in the “Every student will be a winner” project initiat-
ed Amalipe Center and reaffirmed it during the National
Conference “State of Roma Education Integration “held on
May 14th.

The main arguments for the initiative are the financial
barriers that hinder the attendance of children from the
poorest families in the kindergarten: the money that par-
ents pay for food and the various “hidden” costs - repairs,
household bills, additional activities, consumables. Only
in 12 municipalities across the country the kindergarten
is free of charge. According to data from non-governmen-
tal organizations, the average monthly amount for a child
attending kindergarten is 27,50 BGN. Around 30 million
levs will cost to the state if all kindergarten fees across the
country drop. Gancho Iliev from “World Without Borders”
and Evgenia Volen from the Trust for Social Alchievement
Foundation presented research, held by a coalition of orga-
nizations showing the overall picture of attendance in kin-
dergartens, coverage of all children, tax collection, social
status and the economic benefits to the state after dropping
fees.

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“We are starting a campaign against charges in kindergar-
tens. Although there is a legal text stating that pre-school
education is compulsory, especially for 5 and 6-year-olds
and therefore free of charge, there are many municipal
councils in Bulgaria that have introduced fees. Monthly fees
are an obstacle for many Bulgarian children to attend kin-
dergartens. The NO Fees Kindergartens Campaign has one
main purpose - equal access to education for all children,
because it is no secret that some of the kids do not attend
kindergartens, because the parents cannot afford the fee.
The goal is not to put pressure on Bulgarian government,
but to find ways to solve the problem”, said Manolova.

The official data show that currently 4,200 children are not
covered in nurseries and kindergartens, and according to
Maya Manolova, their parents have to be supported some-
how.

The Ombudsman presented the legislative proposal to re-
move the requirement for parents to pay for food when
their children are in groups under compulsory pre-school
education and this should be a commitment of the state
budget.

AMALIPE Center strongly supports the Ombudsman’s
initiative to remove the kindergarten fees for chiildren at
compulsory pre - school age! An analysis of the organiza-
tion “How Free is Free Early Childhood Education?” since
October 2017 highlighted the problem that most munici-
palities did not even reduce kindergarten fees for Group 3
and 4(for children aged 5 and 6), although their state bud-
get is with 25 or 30 levs more per month than the money
provided to younger children. This is mentioned as one of
the important obstacles (but not the only one!) to the full
coverage in pre-school age and in the Civic Report on the
Implementation of the National Strategy of the Republic of
Bulgaria for Roma Integration. The dropping of fees was
discussed at the National Conference State of Roma Edu-
cational Integration, organized by Center Amalipe on May
14th. At the conference the Ombudsman made a commit-
ment to initiate a campaign, and swift compliance with this
commitment should be welcomed!

NATIONAL MEETING OF THE
BOARD OF PRINCIPALS FOR
INTERCULTURAL EDUCATION

On May 15 Center Amalipe held the annual meeting of
the Board of Principals for Intercultural Education. It
brings together over 240 school principals from all over the
countryworking under the Every Student willbe a Winner-2
Program, funded by the Trust for Social Achievement.

The meeting started with an intellectual challenge by Assoc.
Prof. Dr. Yosif Nunev. In his presentation “Gypsy Work
in Bulgarian Education’, he addressed one of the biggest
problems of quality education of Roma children - the
segregation. The presentation raised many questions and a
lively discussion. More about educational segregation and
ways to overcome it, see in Dr. Nunev’s book “The Roma
and the Process of Desegregation in Education’, upoaded
in our website in Publications section.

The participants in the meeting had the opportunity to get
acquainted with the concept of the new national program
“Together for Every Child” of the Ministry of Education
and Science presented to them by an expert of the Ministry.
They found the answers to questions that were of great
interest to them, as well as learned about new developments
related to school life. The Board for Intercultural Education
discussed actual issues, came up with concrete proposals
that addressed educational reforms, such as - a commission
of principals on regulatory change; the status of unified
schools; the abolition of national external evaluation;
financing and introduction of the position of “educational
mediator”,regulated by rules; reducing the number of pupils
in class; free textbooks and schoolbooks til graduating the
first high school stage and others.

The principals had the opportunity to share about the
results achieved under the project “Every student will be
a winner - 2” project realized during the school year. They
shared the challenges and difficulties of teachers, pupils’
emotions and communication with parents, which are
one of the mandatory elements of the program. Extremely
valuable for the participants was the shared experience of
